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Camp Unalayee encourages summertime visits by members of our community. We extend a warm welcome to visitors, and believe that the ongoing involvement of community members is a unique and treasured tradition that contributes meaningfully to the lives of campers, staff, volunteers, and visitors, as well as to the Camp environment and property.


Age
· Visitors under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult (parent or guardian).

Duration and Dates
· Visits should not exceed 48 hours except with permission of the Camp Director.

· Visitors may be denied permission to visit during intersession periods in order to protect the Staff’s time off.  

· Visitors may be denied permission to visit if other visitors are already scheduled to visit on the requested dates.
· Visitors are not allowed during Family Days. Those wishing to come to Family Days should enroll through the Camp office.  If one cannot attend an entire family program, we can provide a pro-rated daily fee.  Financial Assistance is also available for Family Days.

Notification
· Visitors should notify the Camp Unalayee Office and/or Director of their intention to visit the camp prior to visiting, and as early as possible (preferably one week or more).

· Visitors who are “in the neighborhood” and did not have a chance to notify the Director or Office before visiting should check in with the Director when they arrive at Camp and request permission to stay overnight.

· All visitors should contact the Director when they arrive at camp.  

· Visitors not planning to stay the night do not need to notify the Director or Office in advance, but should check in with the Director upon arrival.

· Visitors may be denied permission to visit, or may be asked to shorten or postpone visits at the discretion of the Director.

Personal Property
· Visitors must leave their vehicle at the gate, or, if they own private lots, Visitors may leave their vehicle on their own property. Permission to bring a vehicle on to Camp Unalayee property may be granted by permission of the Director if Visitor is on official Camp Unalayee business. Visitors are expected to walk into camp from the wilderness gate with their personal belongings unless otherwise arranged with the Director.

· Visitors’ personal food may be stored in the Food Shack or Cooler with permission of the Food Manager.

· Weapons, including, but not limited to firearms and explosives, are not allowed in the Unalayee Basin. Small knives are allowed, but any violent or threatening use of them will result in removal of the knife and may result in the Director asking the Visitor to leave.  

· Any sports equipment that may be considered dangerous (i.e. archery equipment) must be cleared through the Director before it is brought to camp. This equipment must be stored in a camp building and only used during appropriate activity times.

Conduct
· Visitors must follow all Camp Unalayee policies.

· Visitors are expected to walk into camp with their personal belongings.

· Visitors are expected to participate in basic chores and work duties while in camp. Work duties will be assigned by the Director.

· If a visitor has a complaint or concern about a staff member, camper, or other visitor, he or she should bring that complaint directly to the Director.

· Any time youth camp programs are in session and campers ages 10-17 are present, use of alcohol and being under the influence of alcohol are prohibited on Camp Unalayee property. 

· Smoking, vaping, other tobacco use, and being under the influence of marijuana or other illicit substances, are prohibited on Camp Unalayee property and in Camp Unalayee vehicles at all times. 

· Marijuana and other illicit substances on not allowed on the Camp Unalayee property at any time.  

· The Director reserves the right to ask any visitor to leave the basin at any time if the Director feels the visitor’s conduct is inappropriate or poses a safety risk. 

Pets
· Pets are not allowed in Camp during camp programs, which include all youth camp, family days, and special group programs. 

· At all other times, pets are discouraged, but may be considered under special circumstances by the Director. All requests to bring a pet to Camp must be approved in advance. 

· If permission is granted for a visitor to bring a pet into the basin, the pet must be on leash and attended by the visitor or another designated adult at all times. 

· The Visitor is responsible for proper disposal of the pet’s waste.  

· If the Visitor is unable to keep the pet on leash and attended to at all times or the pet becomes a problem for other reasons, including, but not limited to affecting the enjoyment or comfort of another community member, the Director may ask the visitor to remove his/her pet from the basin at any time.

· The Director may require any pet to have certain certifications and/or vaccinations before granting permission for it to be at Camp.

Donation
· A suggested minimum donation of $20 per day (24-hour period) per person for visitors over age 14 and $10 per day for children under 14 is requested. 

· Visitors requesting to stay longer than 48 hours are requested to consider a larger daily donation. 

· Visitors during Family Camp will be asked to enroll in Family Camp and pay the full registration fee or, if visiting less than the whole program, to pay a pro-rated fee.

· Other arrangements, such as pro bono services or in-kind goods in lieu of cash donation, may be discussed with the Director.
